SUPPLEMENTAL DECLARATION
OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS,
AND RESERVATION OF EASEMENTS
FOR MEADOW LAKES
HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

MEADOW LAKES SUBDIVISION NO. 8 & 9

Whereas, the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions and
Reservation of Easements for Meadow Lakes Homeowners Association is recorded in
Instrument # 779909 #1756, of the Records of Lorain County, Ohio (the Declaration);
and

Whereas, the Declaration is binding upon all Owners and the property described
in Exhibit A, attached, and

Whereas, All-Purpose Construction, Inc., an Ohio corporation, is the Declarant
of the Declaration, and

Whereas, FID Properties, LLC, is the owner of the property described in
Exhibit A, which joins in this Supplemental Declaration to submit its property to the
Declaration as set forth herein, and

Whereas, pursuant to Article XII, Section 12.1, the Declaration may be amended
or supplemented by a recorded instrument executed by the Declarant for the purpose of
annexing Additional Land, and

Whereas, the Declarant desires to amend and supplement the Declaration as to
annex certain property; now therefore

Declarant hereby amends and supplements the Declaration as follows:
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Annexation. Pursuant to Article XII, Section 12.1, the property described in Exhibit
A is hereby annexed to the terms of the Declaration which shall be a covenant
running with the land and binding upon the land and all owners thereof.

Designation of Common Elements. The property described in Exhibit B shall be
deemed to be Common Elements as set forth in Article II, Section 2.1 of the
Declaration. The Private Street Easement known as Greenview Trail shall be part of
the Common Elements.

I11. Reservation of Easements. Declarant reserves unto itself, its successors and assigns,

ingress/egress easements, temporary turnaround easements, drainage easements and
utility easements as shown on the Record Plan. Drainage easements shewn and noted
on the Record Plan shall be part of the Surface Water Management System as set
forth in the Declaration. The Lots shall also be subject to an easement in favor of the
Association for the performance of any maintenance as set forth herein.

IV.Private Street Easement. The Lots described in Exhibit C are subject to and

benefited by an easement for ingress and egress and utilities as more particularly
shown on the Record Plat and designated as “Greenview Trail.” For the Lots
described in Exhibit C, a non-exclusive easement is granted to the Declarant, Owners
and Occupants, and to all police, fire and other emergency personnel, ambulance
operators, delivery, garbage and trash removal personnel, and to all similar persons,
and to the local governmental authorities, but not to the public in general, to enter
upon the common ingress / egress / utility easement in the performance of their
duties. The Association shall have the right to limit the Private Street Easement to
access and to prohibit or restrict parking of any vehicles. :

Initial Assessment; Reserve Fund. The Association shall establish a separate
reserve fund for the future maintenance repairs and replacement of Greenview Trail.
The Initial Assessment collected pursuant to Article VII, Section 7.5 for the property
described in Exhibit C shall be deposited into such fund. Additionally, the sum of
$75.00 of each Annual General Assessment collected from the Owners of the
property described in Exhibit C shall be allocated to such reserve fund.

V1. Utility Easements. The Common Elements and Lots shall be, and hereby are, made

subject to easements in favor of the Declarant, appropriate utility and service
companies and governmental agencies or authorities for such utility and service lines
and equipment as may be necessary or desirable to serve any portion of the Common
Elements and Lots. The easements created in this Section shall include, without
limitation, rights of governmental agencies or authorities to install, lay, maintain,
repair, relocate and replace gas lines, pipes and conduits, water mains and pipes,
sewer and drain lines, telephone wires and equipment, television equipment and
facilities (cable or otherwise), electric wires, conduits, equipment, ducts and vents,
over, under, through, along and on the Common Elements and Lots. Notwithstanding
the foregoing provision of this Section, unless approved in writing by the Owners
affected thereby, any such easement shall be located in substantially the same
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
